VIETNAM LOOKING FOR PARTNERS AND NORWEGIAN TECHNOLOGY

VIETNAM INTERESSERT | NORSK TEKNOLOGI

Visitors to Aqua Nor 2009 will have noticed that on Wednesday, a semi-
nar on opportunities and challenges in Vietnamese aquaculture was
organized by Innovation Norway. The seminar was very popular and
attracted some 80 — 90 participants.

One of the central initiators for this event was Dr. Le Than Luu of the
Research Institute for Aquaculture No. 1 (RIA-1) near Hanoi. Dr. Luu
has visited Norway many times, and he has been a regular visitor to all
Aqua Nor exhibitions since 1993.

During this year’s visit he is looking for potential cooperation partners
and technology for marine aquaculture projects in Vietnam. For several
years RIA-1 has cooperated with SINTEF Fisheries and Aquaculture
in Trondheim, and at the moment they are busy preparing for a new

project for production of cobia using Norwegian floating cages and
associated technology.

“Our visit has been very productive,” says Dr. Luu. “We have met a lot
of peopleand now we continue to other parts of Norway to have meet-
ings with a number of institutions, in Trondheim, Oslo and in As” The
delegation consists of about 30 persons representing the authorities,
the Ministry, research institutions, fish farmers and exporters.

Under dette besgket er han pa jakt etter norske samarbeidspartnere
for utvikling av marint oppdrett i Vietnam, sier han. | flere ar har RIA-1
og SINTEF samarbeidet om oppdrettsprosjekter i Vietnam, og for gyeb-
likket er de opptatt av & forberede et nytt prosjekt for produksjon av
cobia i norske merder utenfor kysten av Na Trang i midt-Vietnam.
"Bespket har gatt veldig fint,” sier Dr. Luu. "Vi har mgtt en masse men-
nesker, og né skal vi videre rundt i Norge og ha mater i Trondheim og
Oslo og pa As.” Delegasjonen som falger Dr. Luu bestér av ca. 30 per-
soner fra det offentlige, fra forskningsinstitutter, eksportgrer og store
oppdrettshedrifter.

AQUA NOR'S 30th ANNIVERSARY CONFERENCE

About 150 participants found their way to Aqua Nor's 30th anniver-
sary conference, which was held in Hall G at Aqua Nor on Thursday
afternoon. After a buffet lunch, the participants were welcomed by the
Chairman of the Board of the Norwegian Seafood Federation, Mr. Ole-
Eirik Lergy. In his opening address, he went through a number of the
challenges that are facing the industry at the moment.

Finishing his opening address, Mr. Lergy then went on to pay tribute
to a man who has been the driving force behind the organization of
Aqua Nor for 30 year: Mr. 0dd Berg, who is the Managing Director of
Trondheim Spektrum and the executive manager for the Nor-Fishing
Foundation. During the conference, presentations on various subjects
were given. Mr. Nell Halse (Chirman of ISFA) gave a presentation on
sustainable salmon farming, while Phil Thomas (Chairman of the Scot-
tish Salmon Producers Organization) gave a presentation on the market
potential for farmed salmon. Jorge Chocair Santibanez (Vice Minister
of Fisheries, Chile) presented a new Chilean strategy for salmon farm-
ing, and Courtney Hough (General Secretary, Federation of European
Aquaculture Producers — FEAP) presented EU's aquaculture policy. The
conference ended with Dr. Karl Almas of SINTEF giving his views on the

NEW DE-LOUSING SYSTEM FROM RANTEX AS

NY AVLUSNINGSPRESSENING FRA RANTEX AS

The small company Rantex AS from Mo i Rana in the north of Norway
is presenting its de-lousing tarpaulin at Aqua Nor 2009. The system
simplifies the process of de-lousing the fish because it allows the fish
to remain in the cage during de-
lousing, and consequently greatly
reduces stressing the fish.
By using an air hose to rise the tar-
paulin from the bottom up, the work
is less physical. The tarpaulin com-
pletely embraces the cages, includ-
ing the bottom of the cage and thus
creates a closed room in which the
medicine can be administered. If a
problem arises, the tarpaulin can be
very quickly removed to allow fresh
water to flow through the cage.
According to the inventor himself,
Mr. Svein B. Tveiten, the interest
in the system has been enormous.
The system has been developed in cooperation with Marine Harvest,
which has used it for almost a year now. Over the last few months,
Rantex has sold 10-12 units by word of mouth alone. At Aqua Nor they
have had a great number of people contact them. “I suppose we shall
have to work hard to follow up on this for the next few weeks,” says
Mr. Tveiten with a smile.

“Det blir veldig mye oppfalgingsarbeid de
neste ukene,” sier Tveiten med et smil.
