Escaping salmon will be a separate theme at a conference on Friday in the Ten-
nis Hall at Nidarg. The figures so far this year are very promising, but there is
still work to be done to achieve the ultimate goal of zero escapees.

The aim of the conference is to enhance the awareness and knowledge of
the importance of eliminating this phenomenon. Conference participants will
also take part in a brainstorming session. The assignment is to introduce five
measures they believe will reduce escapeeism and the harmful consequences
of escaped farmed salmon.

The conference is organised by the official Escapee Commission, the Director-
ate of Fisheries and the Norwegian Seafood Confederation (FHL).
