H.M. King Harald officially opened
Nor-Fishing 2010 in Trondheim on
Tuesday. In his opening speech,
His Majesty focused on the fact
that Nor-Fishing this year cele-
brates its 50th anniversary, and he
also mentioned that his grandfa-
ther, King Haakon, had opened the
Scandinavian Fisheries Exhibition
which was held in Trondheim as
early as 1908.

The King pointed out that during
these 50 years since the first Nor-
Fishing exhibition there had been
a dramatic technologic develop-
ment of the fisheries sector. In this
connection, Nor-Fishing had been
in the centre of attention for the
industry as a display forum and as
a meeting place for the industry,
said the King.

Minister of Fisheries and Coastal
Affairs, Mrs. Lisbeth Berg-Han-
sen, Director of Fisheries, Ms.
Liv Holmefjord, and the Mayor of
Trondheim, Ms. Rita Ottervik, also
attended the official opening.
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In her remarks to the Nor-Fishing Foundation, the Minister of Fisher-
ies and Coastal Affairs pointed out that the equipment and technol-
ogy industry over the years had supplied excellent technical solutions
and innovations to the industry, but that this fact was not well enough
known around the world. She had therefore taken the initiative to
make Norway the number one seafood nation of the world, and would
discuss this at a special seminar later during the exhibition.
